Physics Photo Contest

The contest is open to students in Victorian schools.  Entrants must submit their photos by email attachment.  In addition entrants must print out, complete, sign, and mail the Contest Rules and Entry Agreement, which is available on the AIP website, www.vicphysics.org/Photocontest.html .  Failure to submit this form will invalidate the contest entry.
Both the email and the hard copy must contain a statement of 250 words or less describing the physics in the photo.  The statement should have a title and must be written by the entrant.
Entries are limited to 10 per school each year. 

The photos can involve everyday situations that may demonstrate a variety of physics concepts or a set up to show a particular physics concept or related set of concepts.
Prize Pool:  $1000 
Judging

Upon receipt each photo will be placed on the AIP website.  Photos will be accepted until the first day of Term 4.

Judging will be based on the quality of the photo and the accuracy of the physics statement.

Contest Rules and Entry Agreement
(A completed and signed copy of this page must be received within 7 days of the email submission) 

Rules
1. Minimal manipulation of digital images with the intention of accurately rendering the subject is acceptable.  In such cases the photo should be accompanied by a short description of how the photo has been modified.
2. The email submission should be sent to danok@bigpond.com .  An electronic file of the photo must accompany the submission.  Please send a file of only the photo being entered. 

3. Entrants may submit more than one photo, however each entrant can receive only one prize.
4. Only one entrant per photo.
5. The entrant must take the photo and write the description. 
6. The AIP (Vic Branch) Education Committee reserves the right to reduce the prize money if the entries are of insufficient quality,

The photo can not have been previously or currently entered in another photo competition.  The entrant grants the AIP all rights to the photos.
The submission must include the following information BOTH with the mailed hard copy and in the email: 

1. Entrant’s name,

2. Entrant’s email address,

3. Entrant’s school and complete school address,

4. School’s phone number and fax number

5. In the case of an entrant who is a student, their Year level and their teacher’s name and email address

6. Statement of 250 words or less describing the physics in the photo.  The statement should have a title and must be written by the entrant.

Addresses are used for sending prizes and congratulatory letters.  Email addresses and phone numbers are used for notification of entry receipt and clarification of any problems.  The information will NOT be sold, distributed, or otherwise used for marketing purposes. 

Any submission which does not meet the above criteria will not be considered.  

The mailed hard copy should have the following statement signed.  I have read the above rules and agree to all terms and conditions.  I understand that if I omit or falsify information, or if I do not sign this form, I will not be eligible for this contest.  In the case of the entrant being a student, the student’s teacher also needs to sign this form.
