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VCE PHYSICS DAY!
Handy hints for teachers…

Arriving at Luna Park:
Please assemble in a queue at your designated entry point with each student with a ticket in hand. A Luna Park staff member will greet you and take each student’s ticket, teachers do not require tickets. Please head to the Ticket Box to finalise your payment before you begin your day on the rides.
Bus & Car Parking:
Bus parking is available in the Shakespeare Grove car park, alongside Cavell Street and behind the Palais/Palace theatre. These details are noted on the map. Ample metered car parking is available in the area. It costs $7.00 for all-day parking.
Wet weather:

Please note that if the weather is inclement, some rides may need to close for the safety of the students. The following attractions may close: Metropolis & Silly Serpent. If the rain gets heavier: Scenic Railway & Ferris Wheel. In the event of rain on the day, please be advised that tickets are not refundable or transferrable.
Worksheets:
Worksheets will not be handed out on the day. These must be downloaded and prepared before you arrive. Please note that they can be obtained from the Australian Institute of Physics website: www.vicphysics.org 

Supervision of Students

This is the teacher’s excursion.  The students are the responsibility of their teacher at all times.

What to bring:

Many of the worksheets ask the students to measure period, draw forces and calculate physical quantities.   These will need a stopwatch, calculator, pens and possibly a clipboard to support the worksheet 

Dataloggers:

Dataloggers will be available on the day.  They can be picked up from the Luna Palace Function Room (centre of the Park, above the Dodgem Car building). Each school have been allocated time slot (see attached sheet) during the day to use a datalogger with their students.  A teacher from the school should come to the Function Room at the beginning of their time to sign a release form, collect a datalogger, an instruction sheet and a sheet on which to record details of the data files saved by the students.  There will be 8 Pasco units and 4 Vernier units.  
When the datalogger is returned to the Function Room the data files will be transferred to computer.  If the teacher has a thumb drive, the files could then be transferred, if not, they could be emailed to the teacher’s address, or put on the AIP’s website so that they can be downloaded from there.

If a teacher wishes for their students to view their data files on one of the computers in the Function Room, please book a time when picking up the datalogger.  At that time the teacher and class should assemble at the door to the Function Room, where a Luna Park staff member will let the group in.  Please note that the Function Room is out of bounds to students at other times.
Food:

Our Food and Beverage Outlet will be fully operational on the day should your students wish to have a lunch break.
Evaluation Sheets
An evaluation sheet for Teachers and several copies of an evaluation sheet for students are enclosed.  Can we ask that they be completed the next day and mailed back to PO Box 1083, St Kilda South, Vic 3182.  The Information will give Luna Park Operations and the Australian Institute of Physics valuable feedback when panning for next year.

Just a few things to remember:
· Please bring a hat, sunscreen, jackets etc (depending on the weather forecast)
· Students are urged to check that their ride restraints are secure before each ride
· Proper footwear must be worn. Open sandals, loose footwear, thongs, loose clothing are not permitted
· No student will be forced to go on a ride.  Most aspects of the worksheets can be done from the ground.

· Students may be using a clipboard and a calculator, and may possibly bring a water bottle and a backpack.  Teachers should consider how to look after these items while students are on a ride.
