· The sample papers produced by VCAA as a guide for the pilot schools are (I think) still available from the VCAA website. The challenge is to find where they are. From the home page ( Bulletins and Memos ( VCAA Bulletin 2004 ( March ( Supplements (4. Exam advice and Sample materials) ( Physics (Pilot) written exams June, November. Remember that these samples were produced as guides only, under fairly tight time constraints, and should not be expected to be perfect. If you want a copy of these I would advise you to access them fairly quickly. It is important to remember that the course has changed quite a lot since these were produced.
